The Boston Center for the Arts (BCA), situated in Boston® South End, is an urban
cultural village that incubates and showcases diverse performing and visual artists
and their art. Thirty-six years young, our mission has been to help revitalize the South
End -- and Boston -- by connecting arts to community. With the recent addition of the
Beehive-bistro bar and musical hall to the BCA campus, the BCA is attracting
thousands of new visitors interested in pre and post theatre dinning and the late night
social scene. The Beehive is a yet another great compliment to the rich artistic
showcase the BCA provided with five major exhibitions at the Mills Gallery and with
more than 50 individual theater productions and dance performances staged in the
BCAG® four theaters. More than 140 performing and visual artists and arts
organizations worked in the cultural village in ©7. Through more than 500
performances and exhibitions, they have shared their talents and creativity with more
than 200,000 visitors this year. The BCA has grown to become the most exciting and
fastest growing arts and entertainment destination in the City of Boston.

A not-for-profit organization, the BCA is a unique arts complex that occupies an entire
city block, providing an affordable and creative residence for 40 studio artists, 12
non-profit arts organizations, and 4 leading resident theatre companies. We are also
home to the Boston Ballet, Topf Center for Dance Education and the Community
Music Center. We also host a series of visiting artists, curators, and theatre
companies in our village, attracting and welcoming enthusiastic audiences to our
theatres, galleries, studios, cultural performances and special events.
